To be considered for an annual Achievement Foundation Grant, the applying organization must provide a completed RGP packet that includes, but is not limited to:

· Evidence that the applying organization has been in existence and dedicated to the purpose(s) for which it is requesting funds for a minimum of three (3) years.

· The name, business affiliation, business address, telephone number, and years of service of all members of its Board of Trustees.

· Copies of the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) Letters of Determination: 501(c)(3).

· Financial statements accompanying the organization’s RPG must include the current year’s revenues and expenses, budgeted by item and month, including all supporting assumptions; and, those from the most recent past year.

· A written statement of the organization’s policy and spirit of non-discrimination in both employment and governance.

· The Achievement Foundation will give preference to those Junior Achievement areas with one or more students who have applied for the Joseph Francomano Scholarship during the preceding academic year. If a JA area is selected to receive a grant but did not have a Francomano scholarship application in the past year, the Foundation will then predicate the grant upon their commitment to have at least one student from their area send in an application for the Joseph Francomano Scholarship.
